The New Translation of the Roman
Missal by Reverend Jake Runyon

As many of you know, we are welcoming a new transla-
tion of the Roman Missal.  One of the most common ques-
tions I receive is: $Why are we doing this?%  It is an impor-
tant, but difficult question to answer.  

The Roman Missal is a book, published in Rome and
written in Latin.  The sacramentary that we use now is
actually a translation of a previous edition of the Latin
Missal.  In 2000, John Paul II published a third edition of
the Roman Missal.  This third edition contains some minor
changes to some of the prayer texts and rubrics, as well as
the feasts of some of the newest saints.  As a result of the
publishing of this third edition, we were in need of a revi-
sion of our English text.  It was decided that we would not
simply alter our current text; rather, John Paul II and the
Congregation for Divine Worship decreed that the English
translation should be totally revised.  

The reasoning behind this is somewhat complicated,
but much of it has to do with understanding how one
ought to translate a text.  There are two basic models for
translation: dynamic and formal equivalence.   Dynamic
equivalence holds that a good translation is one in which
the basic thought of the original language is rendered in
the basic thought of the target language.  The best word
we have to explain this process is paraphrase.  Formal
equivalence holds that a good translation does not so much
bring the thought into the target language, rather it brings
the actual words into the target language.  This could be
summarized as a literal translation.  

Our older translation is a paraphrase, while the newer
translation is a literal translation.  If anyone wants to
learn more about why we made the switch from a para-
phrase to a literal translation, the Vatican issued a docu-
ment addressing these concerns in 2001 called Liturgiam
Autheticam .

Here is a brief synopsis of some of the basic principles.
The Church desires to have a more universal expression of
the liturgy, so all of the languages should translate in a
similar way.  Right now the English paraphrase is quite a
bit different than the way the Missal was translated into
Spanish.  A more literal translation will capture the great
history behind some of our more ancient texts, the three-
fold mea culpa (my fault) will be coming back as a point of
contact with our tradition.  While a literal translation of
some of our Latin terms will produce words that we do not
often use in colloquial language (consubstantial or effica-
cious), the Church recognizes that if the language of litur-
gy is somewhat more exalted than our normal speech, this
might serve to elevate our hearts and minds.  In conjunc-
tion with this, the Church hopes that this new kind of lan-
guage (what is called a sacred vernacular) might actually
have a beneficial impact on society.

Following these different principles, we get a more
accurate translation that will also be richer theologically.
This transition might be difficult, especially at first, but I
believe it will be well worth it.

We are in the process of implementing this new trans-
lation at Marian.  All of our theology teachers have gone
over the new responses with their students.  At a recent

all school Mass, I gave a brief presentation on this transla-
tion and we practiced together. The choir is learning the
new music.  We will have handouts for everyone for the
first Mass with the new translation, which will be held
December 8 for the Feast of the Immaculate Conception.

It
enlists boys who have been recog-
nized in their schools from all around
the state and puts them in one place
to set up a mock government mod-
eled after the state government. The
most important aspect is the leader-
ship experience that is gained by
those who participate.  The idea
behind the whole program is to train
the future leaders of Indiana. The
participants learn lessons that ideal-
ly are then applied when they
become lawyers, businessmen, and
elected officials.   

I cannot speak for everyone but I
firmly believe that this program
enabled me to develop what I would

humbly call a grasp of leadership.  I
saw so many people ardently strug-
gling to get themselves into office for
their own variety of reasons. These
people were never elected and in
some cases were even shunned. The
people who were elected were those
who just sought to serve the group
and were felt to be competent in this
function. For instance, when I was
elected party chairman, it was
because I promised to get as many
other people into the positions that
they sought instead of putting myself
in those prestigious offices.  I was
also appointed Adjutant General
(general of the state militia) because
I had shown my fervent desire to
serve at West Point to the benefit of
my country and not of myself. I
believe that this shows that leader-
ship is not what people commonly
think it is. It is not the person that is
the best or the brightest as I saw

many people more clever than myself
fail in their aspirations.  Rather, the
winner is the person that the majori-
ty feels will best serve them. The
winner is the person that the majori-
ty sees as a servant, someone who
truly cares for the common welfare.
This is the quality of service that I
continually saw rewarded and raised
to a high position.  So, if I were
asked to sum up the concept of lead-
ership I would say:  Leadership is
the competent service of one who
struggles with valor for the good of a
group with joy in the personal sacri-
fices that are required of him; it is
the complete denial of self in deferral
to the interest of one!s state and
one!s country. 

Thank you to the entire Marian
community for giving me this oppor-
tunity to serve and to lead.

This packet
contains the following paperwork nec-
essary to enroll at Marian:  

*Enrollment Application 
*Form to request a date and time

to meet with a School Counselor to
view Placement Test results and
choose appropriate classes for next
year 

*Commitment to Pay form including
the request for the '100 Registration
Fee

*Parish Verification form for those
who are active members of a
diocesan parish

*Form to request the Financial
Aid Application 

Those who return all of the forms,
as well as the '100 Registration fee
and the request for financial aid, will
receive the financial aid packet in the
mail beginning in early February.

Those families who are already
receiving aid will be mailed their
financial assistance applications in
January.  Remember you must apply
every year to be considered for assis -
tance.

Those families who did NOT
receive assistance this year but are
interested in applying for 2012-2013,
need to pick up a financial aid appli-
cation in the Business Office.            

To All Those Who Are Applying
for Financial Assistance: 

The deadline to have the financial
aid paperwork completed is March 18,
2012. Make it a point to prepare your
2011 taxes early so you can easily
meet this deadline and be considered
for the original distribution of aid.

COMMON PARENTAL PITFALLS

ing in athletics beyond high school.
Depending upon the sport, between
2= and 6= of high school athletes
will go on to play at the collegiate
level.

_competing2.html#methodoloogy.

*Living Through Children < It!s easy
to get swept up in the fast-paced
sports culture today.  It is natural to
feel pride when our children succeed
athletically, but we must be careful
to not lose sight of what our children
are thinking and feeling.  

Parents! excessive drive to have their
children excel can lead parents to:
*Create pre-game anxiety < $You bet-
ter play well today.% $You better have
at least 3 goals.%
*Demand selfish play < $I want you
to get your shots today.% $You!re pass-
ing too much.  Don!t be afraid to take
it in yourself.%
*Groan at poor play < $Are you asleep
out there?  Don!t you remember what
we talked about on the ride over?%
*Shout directions < $Play closer to
the bag.% $Choke up on the bat.%
$Pass.% $Shoot.%
*Nag < $How many times do I have to

tell you to keep your head up?%  
*Berate children after the game <
$You stunk out there.%

Parents need to know that their well-
meaning attempts to motivate and
instruct their children may backfire.
*Instilling Guilt < Children should
appreciate the opportunities their
parents provide for them athletically,
but should not be made to feel guilty
or pressured to perform by their par-
ent!s sacrifice.
