
Dear Parents and Friends of Marian,
Barely days into this new semester and just before Catholic Schools Week, I read some jarring news from the

Archdiocese of Philadelphia which has the second largest number of Catholic schools in the United States, next to
the Archdiocese of Chicago. The announcement detailed the recommendation of a blue ribbon committee to close or
consolidate 44 Catholic schools in Philadelphia.  Catholic Schools still give us reason to celebrate as they have wel-
comed wave after wave of immigrants.  They prepared millions to rise out of poverty and into the middle class.
Thanks to the witness of teachers, especially the selfless religious sisters and brothers who staffed the schools,
children learned to know, love and serve God and neighbor. 

According to the National Catholic Education
Association, the theme for Catholic Schools Week 2012
!focuses on three priorities that make Catholic schools
stand out from other educational institutions. Children
are taught faith " not just the basics of Christianity,
but how to have a relationship with God.  Academics ,
which in Catholic schools are held to very high stan-
dards, help each child reach his or her potential.
Service , the giving of one#s time and effort to help others, is taught both as an expression of faith and good citizen-
ship.$  These three strengths are making a big difference in the lives of the 2.1 million students currently enrolled
nationwide in elementary and secondary Catholic schools.  

The need for the witness of Catholic schools is great.  I worked in another Catholic school with a man who grew
up in Communist Lithuania.  He recounted the following story from his childhood.  When he was a young boy, a
classmate came up to him and told him !come back here tomorrow...I have a secret to tell you.$  The next day, his
classmate revealed his secret: !There is something called God.$  That day and in the days that followed, his friend,
as best a child could, began to tell him about God.  The seed of faith planted by his classmate grew over the years.
My friend eventually left Lithuania and came to the United States.  He studied Theology at a Catholic college and
went on to teach in the Catholic schools.

Many of the students at Marian come with very strong faith backgrounds.  They have been blessed with eight
or nine years of catechesis from our many fine partner schools and from their own families, the domestic Church.
Just before Christmas, one of our teachers was helping a young man with a question for his Theology test.  The
young man saw a picture of Mother Teresa of Calcutta and asked the teacher, !Who is that?$  The teacher used the
opportunity to tell the young man about the incredible life and witness of Mother Teresa.  We are truly blessed to
have opportunities like this to share our faith with others. 

The need for Catholic schools is certainly not new, nor unique to the United States.  In the wake of the French
Revolution, a young man named Marcellin Champagnat decided to dedicate himself to sharing the faith through
Catholic education after he met a dying child who did not know about God.  He formed the Marist Brothers.
Champagnat ended up founding 25-30 Catholic schools.  In 1830, he wrote a letter to a Catholic school teacher
named Brother Bartholemew that read in part: 

I know you have many students: that means that there will be many imitators of your virtues, 
because when they see you they will follow your example, and cannot help but be good.  How 
very important is the work you do!  How sublime!  You are always among those with whom 
Jesus took delight, since he expressly forbade his disciples to keep the children away from him. 
And you, my dear friend, not only do not keep them away, but you do everything in your power 
to lead them to Him.  Oh how well-received you will be by the divine Teacher"that generous 
teacher who will not fail to pay back even a glass of cold water!  Tell your children that Jesus 
and Mary love them each very much: the good ones because they are like Jesus, who is infinitely 
good; those who are not yet as good...because they will be some day; that the most holy Virgin 
loves them as well because she is the mother of all the children in our schools.  Tell them too that 
I love them very much; that I never go to the altar without thinking about you and your beloved 
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students; that I would like to have the joy of teaching, of dedicating 
myself in a more direct way to educating these innocent children. 
Things are going quite well in all the establishments. Pray for me 
and for all our houses.  I have the honor of being your affectionate 
Father in Jesus and Mary.

Champagnat#s reverence and respect for each child was echoed nearly one hundred
and fifty years later when the Church emphasized that !the teacher does not write on
inanimate material, but on the very spirits of human beings% (The Catholic School on
the Threshold of the Third Millenium, 19).  In our Catholic schools, in the words of
Champagnat, we are called to work with the children, !the good ones$ and !those who
are not yet as good$ because Jesus and Mary love them.  

Our students were able to connect in a very real way with the Church when
Bishop Kevin Rhoades came to Marian on January 9 for
his annual pastoral visit.  Bishop Rhoades is a wonderful
ambassador for Christ.  He began his day by celebrating
Mass with the students.  The students were drawn to his
warm personality and teaching style.  He appreciated the
students# reverence during Mass and thought they did a
nice job with the responses in the new translation.  He
complimented the choir on their beautiful singing.
Bishop enjoyed seeing  Jerri Moran and Daniel
Snyder receive the senior of the month awards.  Bishop
Rhoades visited three Theology classes.  In a junior

Morality class, he emphasized the dangers of relativism that is becoming more and
more prevalent in our society. He stated
that there are moral absolutes and there
are things that are intrinsically evil such
as the direct killing of innocent life
through abortion, homicide, or euthanasia.
He also stressed that to be Catholic is to be
counter-cultural and that we can look to
the many martyrs of our faith for examples
of courage.  In a senior Catholic
Apologetics class, he spoke about the posi-
tive relationship between science and faith.
Students asked Bishop Rhoades about his vocation, if his pectoral cross was real gold,
and more substantial questions such as the relationship between faith and reason.
Bishop Rhoades then shared lunch and conversation with twenty members of the
Student Council.  Near the end of his day at Marian, Bishop said he appreciated
Marian#s excellent academic reputation, strong Catholic identity and the joyful, car-
ing, and down to earth students.  Thank you, Bishop Rhoades, for your support for
Marian. 

I am grateful to our students for many things, especially their faith witness.
Approximately 50 students represented Marian at the National March for Life in
Washington, D.C.  I am grateful to their parents and to Mr. Dlugosz and Miss Hinora
for giving them this opportunity.  May we all learn from their example. 

I offer special gratitude to chairpersons, Maureen Koscielski and Diane Coiro
and the many volunteers who are working on the Marian Auction.  It will be a great
celebration on March 17, the feast of St. Patrick, and a wonderful opportunity for all
of us to show our support for Marian High School.  The need is great and now more
than ever, the message is vitally important for our young people to hear:  Marian
High School will continue to be a place where our precious young people are drawn
closer to our Lord.  

May the Blessed Mother, especially during this Catholic Schools Week, watch over
Marian and all of our Catholic schools, and m ay God bless you and your family.

The School Counseling Office has
processed 600 college applications for
Marian seniors to date. This year 56
seniors used the Common
Application (CA) with 146 applica-
tions being processed.  Some colleges
and universities are requiring their
applicants to use the CA.  The list of
colleges and universities utilizing the
common application can be found at
https://schoolforms.commonapp.

Scholarship applications have
been coming in to the office steadily.
You would be surprised how many
interesting scholarships are avail-
able. We encourage you to go on
Naviance or the School Counseling
section of the Marian website to take
advantage of these college scholar-
ships.

In January, we had our Financial
Aid night at Marian. We were happy
to see all those who took advantage
of this meeting to learn about the
process and were able to get informa-
tion on the College Cost estimator.
Thank you to Bob Malloy from the
University of Notre Dame, who pre-
sented this updated information to
the parents. 

Juniors
The SAT is scheduled at Marian

on Saturday, May 5. If your student
is interested in taking the test,
please sign up online at http://col-
legeboard.com   We usually recom-
mend that the juniors wait until the
May test so that they get the full
benefit of their classroom work.
Marian#s school code is 152343. Our
test number is 15557.  Students tak-
ing the SAT should request that the
scores be sent to Marian High School
so that we can include these on their
transcripts.

We also recommend that juniors
take the ACT one time. The schedule
for area ACTs is available in the

Counseling Department.  

PSAT Results
Students in Grades 9-11 were

given their PSAT results in January.
We were excited to see how many
juniors were eligible for the Merit
Scholarship. For the sophomore and
freshman class, please review your
son#s or daughter#s scores to deter-
mine what areas your student may
need assistance in before taking the
SAT during his or her junior year.
There are SAT prep workshops avail-
able in the area. Contact the School
Counseling Office for more informa-
tion.

Registration for 2012-2013
In the upcoming weeks, we will

start class selection which is a part
of the process of registration for
2012-2013.  Students will be signing
up for classes for next year but they
are not registered until the
Commitment to Pay form and +100
Registration Fee are returned to the
Business Office.

The current teachers will be mak-
ing the recommendations for their
students# placement for next year in
Math, English, Science, Religion,
Social Studies, and World Language
courses.  If necessary, students may
submit a request to their teachers to
change their recommendations. 

We ask that students carefully
consider their class selections for
electives. Colleges not only look at
the core classes, but also assess what
type of electives students are choos-
ing.  Mrs. Cook and Mrs. Tiller will
visit the classrooms to help students
indicate what electives they are
interested in taking.   The
Counseling Department will try very
hard to give each student the elec-
tives he or she is interested in, if the
particular electives fit into the stu-
dent#s schedule.  Knowing what elec-
tives students are interested in tak-
ing now helps the Counseling
Department determine what elec-
tives and how many sections need to
be offered for next year.

When students request changes
to their schedules after the semester
begins, we will make every attempt
to honor the request if the class is

not overloaded and if it fits into
the student"s schedule.

Tutoring
We are into the second month of

the second semester. If students are
struggling in a class, we strongly
encourage them to take advantage of
tutoring in Room 216. This program
is offered Monday through Thursday
from 3:00 till 4:00. Due to the lack of
student interest in  the Spanish
tutoring program, it has been discon-
tinued for the second semester.
Finally, the library is open till 5:00
p.m. on Monday through Thursday
for students to finish homework,
have study groups, use the comput-
ers, work on projects, etc. We hope
students will take advantage of the
library after school*

Business Office Update
One of the concerns of families at

Marian is the cost of Catholic second-
ary education.  Marian offers a pro-
gram of financial assistance based on
a family#s financial need.  All aid is
based solely on an individual family#s
ability to pay the total cost of a
Marian education.

Eighth graders who took the place-
ment test and who return the finan-
cial aid request form, as well as the
enrollment forms, will receive the
financial aid packet in the mail begin-
ning in early February.

In late January, parents of present
Marian students received new
Commitment to Pay forms and infor-
mation on how to re-register for 2012-
2013.  Families requesting Financial
Assistance forms should have their
taxes filed as soon as possible so this
information is available when com-
pleting the Financial Assistance appli-
cation. Remember a family must apply
every year to be considered for assis-
tance.  The deadline for Financial
Assistance forms to be submitted

is March 19, 2012 . Call the
Business Office at (574) 255-2020 for
more information.
Summer Computer Credit

Marian will again offer Computer
Applications I as a summer school
class for credit.  The cost of the course
will be +275.  By taking the course
during the summer, students would be
free to take another elective during
the school year.  The class is sched-
uled to meet from Monday, June 11
through Friday, June 29 from 8:00
a.m. until 12:00 p.m. 

Computer Applications I is an
overview course designed to provide
the student with instruction in
Microsoft Office including Word (word
processing), Excel (spreadsheet),
PowerPoint (presentation), and Access
(database).   Students will create let-
ters, reports, resumes, tables, graph-
ics, spreadsheets, and databases.  The
Internet will be used  as a research
tool to gather information for complet-
ing various projects. Future technolo-
gy trends will be explored.
Instructional strategies may include

collaborative instruction, interdiscipli-
nary projects, problem-solving and
critical thinking activities, and simu-
lations.

A t h l e t i c  A c t i o n
Steps to Success 

for Parents of Athletes      
from Play Like a

Champion TM

As the parent of a high school
athlete, you should be the key person
supporting your child in his/her ath-
letic journey.  As a parent, you can
help your child develop into a
Champion by following these steps to
athletic parenting success:
;Recognize each child#s gifts:
Recognize the gift your child brings

to the team at that time (not all gifts
have to be physical"some may be
gifts of energy or organization).
Typically, there are only one or two
!stars$ on a team, but every athlete
on the team is valuable in a tangible
way.                            
FOR EXAMPLE:  Your daughter
may have a gift of bringing the team
together.  This is especially valuable
when the team is down and needs to
be rallied.  Applaud your child#s abil-
ity to be the team !cheerleader.$
;Challenge your child:
Parents can help their children set
individually tailored and challenging
goals and encourage their children to
achieve these goals while recognizing
that comparing your child with oth-
ers on the team, rather than on their
own improvement is dangerous.
FOR EXAMPLE:  Your son may not
be the leading scorer on the team,
but he can set a goal to make 75& of
his free throws.  You can work with
him 10 minutes before dinner each
night to help him reach his goal by
the end of the season.  
;Put winning and losing in perspec-
tive:
Winning can be exhilarating[ howev-
er, in life and in sport we can not
always be on the winning side.  A
Champion Sports Parent does not
dwell on the outcome of the game
(who won), rather on the process
(how the game was played). 
FOR EXAMPLE:  Instead of focusing
on outcome-based questions like,
!Did you win?$ or !Did you score?$
try asking about the process, !What
went well in the game?$ or !What
was the highlight of the game?$
Questions can also focus on goals,
!What area do you want to improve
next game?$ and !How can you do
that?$
;Offer positive feedback:
Research shows the majority of feed-
back should be positive in nature.
Psychologists generally advise
employing a 4:1 ratio.  This means
four parts positive feedback to one
part constructive feedback.
FOR EXAMPLE:  The sandwich
approach is an effective technique for
parents to offer constructive feed-
back.  Sandwich constructive feed-

back between positive statements.
;Send positive non-verbal messages: 
Remember that your actions speak
louder than your words.  Remain
calm and in control of your emotions
when you speak to your child about
sports.  Your child will notice your
reactions in the stands and on the
sidelines.
FOR EXAMPLE:  When your child
hits an easy down-the-line shot out
in a tennis match, avoid grimacing or
throwing your hands up in disbelief.
Instead smile and send a !you can do
it next time$ look or gesture.
;Praise efforts in a specific manner:
As a Champion Sports Parent, praise
your child#s effort in concrete lan-
guage even if the desired outcome is
not achieved.
FOR EXAMPLE:  Say to your child,
!Hey, excellent blocking on defense
today.  I can tell you have been work-
ing hard on that in practice and it#s
making a difference in your execu-
tion.$ 
;Applaud sportsmanship:
Pointing out and praising signs of
sportsmanship and character in play,
from your child and others, will help
to develop your child#s moral com-
pass.
FOR EXAMPLE:  Say to your child,
!I thought it was terrific when you
encouraged your goalie when he let
that third goal in.  I bet that built
his confidence and enabled him to
hang in there and not let the other
team score the rest of the period.$
;Encourage Discovery:  
Psychologists find adolescents learn
best when they are actively seeking
to understand and to solve problems
on their own.  Help your child have
ownership in sports.  All parents
know how tempting it is to lecture or
preach to our kids, especially during
the car ride to and from the game.
Instead ask open-ended questions
that encourage athletes to discover
insight/solutions on their own.
FOR EXAMPLE:  Ask your child,
!What do you think went well in the
game today?$ and/or !What do you
want to work on for the next game?$
